· information about a hobby 

· a picture or text of something that is symbolic of your personality

· a picture or text that tells us about your future plans

· anything else that tells us something more about you

· The more creative you are, the better your grade will be. (
Your Paper:  It has to be a minimum of one FULL, typed page. It will need to have at least three paragraphs - an introduction, a body, and a conclusion.  
· Details: typed, double spaced, 12 pt., Times New Roman font, with original margins. 

· I encourage you to write things in your essay that you might like me to know about you, but might not want to tell the class. This essay portion is for my eyes only! 

· Paragraph I – Information about your back ground. 

· Paragraph II – Information about you now. 

· Paragraph III – Information about your future goals. 
· Conclusion – include how you feel about this class – what you’re looking forward to or not looking forward to in this class. (Honesty is my policy. 😊)
Your Presentation:
· It does not have to have perfect presentation skills, just show me your best effort. 

· As far as your presentation of your visual aid goes- you will be graded on the basics: your eye contact, your volume, and the effort put forth.
